escalating antitrust probe

THE US JUSTICE Department
(DOJ) sent subpoenas to Nvidia
and other companies as it
seeks evidence that the chip-
maker violated antitrust laws,
an escalation of its investiga-
tion into the dominant
provider of Al processors.

The DOJ, which had previ-
ously delivered questionnaires
to companies, is now sending
legally binding requests that
oblige recipients to provide
information, according to peo-
ple familiar with the investiga-
tion.That takes the government
a step closer to launching a for-
mal complaint.

Antitrust officials are con-
cerned that Nvidia is making it
harderto switch to othersuppli-
ers and penalises buyers that
don’texclusivelyuseitsartificial
intelligence chips, according to
the people,who asked not to be
identified because the discus-
sions are private.

Nvidia shares gained 1% on
Wednesday totradeat $109.01
after falling as much as 3.6%
earlier in the session. The stock
hasmore than doubled thisyear
— fueled by explosive sales
growth at the Santa Clara, Cali-
fornia-based chipmaker.

In Indonesia, Pope
warns against
religious extremism

POPE FRANCIS ON Wednes-
day urged political leaders in
Indonesia, the world’s most
populous Muslim-majority
country, to guard against reli-
gious extremism, which he
said distorted people’s beliefs
through “deception and vio-
lence”. Onapacked first full day
ofhislongest everoverseasjour-
ney that includes nine days in
Southeast Asia,where Christians
areasmall minority, the pontiff
also met local Catholics and
asked them not to force their
faith on others.

In a speech to Indonesia’s
politicalleaders,Francissaid the
Catholic Churchwouldincrease
itsefforts toward inter-religious

dialogue in hopes of helping
tamp down extremism.

“In this way, prejudices can
be eliminated, and a climate of
mutual respect and trust can
grow, the 87-year-old pope said
in an address at Jakarta’s presi-
dential palace. “This is indis-
pensable for meeting common
challenges, including that of
countering extremism and
intolerance, which through the
distortion of religion attempt to
impose their views by using
deception and violence.”

About 87% of Indonesia’s
population of 280 million is
Muslim. Freedom of religion is
guaranteed in the country’s
constitution. —REUTERS

US trade
deficit
widens to
$78.8 bn

THE US TRADE deficit
widened to the highestlevelin
more than two years in July as
businesses likely front-loaded
imports in anticipation of
higher tariffs on goods, sug-
gesting trade could remain a
drag on economic growth in
the third quarter.

While the surge in imports
reported by the Commerce
Department on Wednesday
would subtract from gross
domestic product, it was an
indication of strong domestic
demand and inconsistent with
financial market fears of a
recession.

“The July trade data suggest
that net trade will weigh on
third-quarter GDP growth, but
that is hardly cause for concern
when it reflects the continued
strength of imports, painting a
better picture of domestic
demand thanrenewed recession
fears would suggest,” said
Thomas Ryan, North America
economistat Capital Economics.

The trade gap increased
7.9% to $78.8 billion, the
widest since May 2022, the
Commerce  Department’s
Bureau of Economic Analysis
said. Economists polled by
Reuters had forecast the trade
deficitwould increaseto $79.0
billion from the previously
reported $73.1 billion in June.

UKRAINE'S FOREIGN MINIS-
TER became the latest cabinet
minister to resign as President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy pushed
ahead with the most sweeping
government shakeupinthe two
andahalf-yearwarwith Russia.
Dmytro Kuleba, the public
face of Zelenskyy’s diplomatic
effort to forge a path to NATO
and the European Union,
became the sixth cabinet mem-
bertosubmithisresignationin
the last two days. He’ll likely be
replaced by his deputy, Andrii
Sybiha, according to a person
familiarwith the overhaul.
The shakeup leaves West-
ern allies guessing after they
were caught off guard by last

month’s incursion into Rus-
sia’s Kursk region. With Zelen-
skyy’s firing of his top general
and the removal of a minister
who worked closely with the
US earlier this year, Kyiv has a
track record of raising ques-
tions over the rationale of
abrupt personnel changes.
And while several top offi-
cials will get new posts, the
president’s reshuffle caps a
week of turmoil as Russia steps
up missile and drone attacks
on Ukrainian cities and its
forces quicken theiradvancein
the eastern Donetsk region.
International Monetary
Fund monitors are meanwhile
poised to raise pressure to
devalue the currency among
measures to shore up Kyiv’s
financing, Bloombergreported.
